Come and make a cute notebook cover with a zipped 

pocket for pens and pencils – these A5 covers are quick 

and easy to make and are ideal gifts for birthdays or 

Christmas. Fat quarter or scrap friendly, you should be 

able to make two or three at class and Emma’s workshop 

notes will enable you to make lots more at home! 

Fabric Requirements: 

• 3no. Fat Quarters (best to have two patterned and 

one blender) 

• A 10” zip (or longer, as it can be cut down) 

Equipment: 

• Rotary cutter, cutting mat & acrylic 24” long ruler 

• Sewing machine, don’t forget to bring: 

o foot pedal & power lead (yes, they have been 

forgotten!) 

o accessories e.g. feet (bring a ¼” foot), bobbins, 

needles  

o manual for your machine 

• Thread for piecing (neutral colours are best) 

• Basic sewing kit (scissors, hand needles, thread snips, 

unpicker, pins, etc.)  

• Notepad and pen 

Please remember: 

• We have 6 sewing machines (Janome M100 QDC) for 

hire; if you would like to hire one for this class, please 

do book one in advance – they are available on a first 

come, first served basis.  

• The windows may be opened periodically during the 

class to allow for adequate ventilation. 

• To bring your own equipment where possible.
